The word “Lent” comes from the Old English word “lencten” which means lengthening of days. In this season it is commonly associated with the lengthening of day light and the return of new life in the season of spring.  In Christian faith Lent is the 40 day season beginning on Ash Wednesday, March 1 this year and continuing forty days, excluding Sundays until Easter Day, which is April 17th.  Lent is always a season of preparing ourselves for the celebration of Easter.

In order for us to prepare we will share in a special message series this Lent called “The Lord Who…”  We will focus on the behaviors of Jesus that inform our faith and help us to live our faith with integrity and light.
