NOVEMBER 7, 2016

Meeting was called to order by Chair., Dale Wuttke.  Pastor Bill McBride opened with a prayer.

Present:  Betty Rader, Bev. Jones, Audrey Wuttke, Shane Griffin,Dale Wuttke, Pastor Bill McBride, Cathy Harrington.

Pastor opened with a prayer.  Minutes of 10-10-16 were approved.

Finance:  Shane reported $3,113 in General Fund,  $1,827 in Capital Improv.  $3,210 in Parsonage Fund, $5,893 in Endowment acct.  There are outstanding bills of $6,672 which includes upcoming payroll & Conf. Apportionments for Sept & Oct.  This does not include last 2 Sunday offerings. Betty handed out proposed 2017 budget with a total of $196,554 showing an increase of $6,269. from last yr. Discussion was held.  Motion to approve 2017 budget was made by Cathy, second by Audrey. Motion approved.

Endowment Fund: John reported $203,673.41 in Wis. Missions Fund, $155,671.02 in Local Ministries Fund, & $101,861.82 in Edw. Jones spendable acct.  He expressed his concern of the Edw. Jones Spendable acct. not lasting forever unless we have a major fundraiser, increase in membership or other revenue options.

Membership & Missions:  Audrey reported Mission project for 4th qtr. is Northcott House & Dec. Food Pantry will be soaps & paper products.  Membership is 132 with 5 names to be removed at Annual Conf.

UMW: Betty said meeting on Nov. 22 will be “Thank you Offering”.

Parish Nurse:  Bev said 25 names will be on the Christmas Gift tree.
