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MAKING TIME FOR JESUS – PART 2 OF 3
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Living as a Christian…accepting Christ as Savior…being born again in a spiritual sense of new awareness of self and others and God’s love---whatever words you use to describe or define your faith, they denote a commitment. In aligning yourself with God and discovering God’s purpose and plan you are committing to be faithfully obedient to him. 

Making Time for Jesus at Work
Matthew 28:19-20 says: Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

Jesus spoke these words to His disciples just before He returned to heaven. His disciples…fishermen, a tax collector, an anti-government radical, and a man who was could have been from Missouri (he had to see it to believe it). Do you notice that none of these people were training to be in the ministry before Jesus called them? That didn’t matter, though. When Jesus called they answered. They were willing to make time for Jesus while they worked. 

They made time for Jesus at work by being like Jesus at work. You can, too. 

How to Make Time for Jesus at work

Your commitment to Jesus is real and effective at work when you:

· Refuse to participate in office gossip and backstabbing. Let no corrupting talk come out of your mouths, but only such as is good for building up, as fits the occasion, that it may give grace to those who hear.  ~Ephesians 4:29

· Give your best efforts to your work. Whatever you do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for people…  ~Colossians 3:23

· Be above reproach. And that includes not taking stuff from work “They’ll never miss them,” or “They owe me that much”. Let the person no longer steal, but rather let them labor, doing honest work with their own hands, so that they may have something to share with anyone in need. ~Ephesians 4:28

· Make sure that whatever career path you choose, it will not dishonor God or cause anyone to doubt the genuineness of your proclaimed faith. So, whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God. ~1st Corinthians 10:31

As Christians we are a reflection of Jesus to the world. Who you are is who they think Jesus is. And to your fellow Christians and the church as a whole, you are to set an example of faithful obedience. In other words, making time for your commitment to Jesus is taking time to:
· Think before you speak. 
· Consider the outcome of your actions before you act

Remember that your lifestyle and the choices you make are a reflection of your heart…your true heart.

Minutes of 03-20-17 were approved with a correction to Coins in the Collection going to Twin Oaks Shelter and not Elkhorn Pantry.

Finance: Betty submitted the following:  $5,595 in General Fund with an upcoming payroll of $3,800.  Cap. Impr. has $4,766,  Parsonage Fund has $1,210 and Endowment Fund has $10,444.  There will be a fund transfer by the end of July for property taxes to be paid.  Raina is going to start getting some quotes on fixing/replacing the broken air conditioning unit in the Fellowship Hall, and possibly replacing the outdated 2 units in the sanctuary.  John will look into grants and other financial help that may be available for non-profit organizations.  John also reported on all numbers from the Endowment Fund, Missions and Edward Jones.

Mission/Membership:  123 members, after the death of Fran Blakesley.  Guest speaker from Pregnancy Helpline will visit for UMW meeting in May.  The May Food Pantry collection will be shampoo and conditioners.  Also, Audrey reported that Bev Jones sent flowers to Skip & Carol Katzman.

Pastor’s Report:  Pastor will go on vacation beginning April 17th and return May 21st.  Pastor Tom Ostrander will be available for illness or visiting if needed.  Pastor Tom, Dale, and Gerry Immega will fill in for Sunday worship.  Sunday the 21st we will have a special recognition for Jenny Priesgen who is leaving.  Also suggested telling the Chamber of Commerce about our upcoming rummage sale.
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Meeting was adjourned at 7:36 p.m.
